You could never happily devote yourself to any weprtkely for
financial gain, for your deepest loyalties are giw® an inner
vision. You need to seek a vocational path whidbwa you to
express that vision. This might cover a wide raofypossibilities
- from living the artist's life, with all its speddi difficulties and
challenges, to working in those areas whargstic gifts are
combined with more market-orientated work such éeegising
or web design. Which end of this range miglest suit you
depends a great deal on how powerful and uncompmgihe
vision is which drives you. But whether you worktire world or
apart from it, the core of your working life negdsbe the poet's
vision which inspires you and which, for you, i ttiue reality.
Your heart and imagination must be touched, and yeed to
know that you are connected with a higher, deemere mean-
ingful level of existence. That does not precludatarial success;
but such success should be the by-product ratlaer ttre primary
source of your efforts. Your real field of worktise imagination;

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The need to communicate the imaginative world

You tend to suffer from a kind of "divine discont&rwhatever
work you do, because you have a powerful conneetitmsubtler
levels of reality that are not usually acknowledgedrdinary life.

minimal and not threaten what you hold as Truthe Tifficulty
arises from how you understand that word "comprefifor self-
expression always requires the use of languagebalepictorial,
auditory, symbolic - and you have to be willing lie fluent in
more than your own special language in order tarierstood. It
is the content rather than the precise form whicistrmot be com-
promised; yet you sometimes feel as though anyession to the
"Great They" is a sacrifice of your inner integriys a result, you
may often meet with bafflement or even outrightecgpn from
those who cannot understand you, and this can yakdeel iso-
lated and hurt. And it could make it hard for youfind the right
balance between your creative work and the matetibility,
however minimal, which you, in common withher humans,
need. The outer world is not the enemy; it is magef individual
humans like yourself, many of whom are not ablpéoceive the
inner world as you do, but who might be open arakpéve to
what you have to offer provided they can graspry.to acknowl-
edge the importance of others in your personal temuafor the
desire to express your gifts requires someone dtf@r yourself
to receive them. True creative expression is nwraissistic proc-
ess, but one which links people through a visiomctviis common
to all, although perhaps articulated only by a f&elax and give
the world a chance.

Self-expression meets with inner blocks

You have a powerful and irresistible drive to exgsrgour inner
world. Yet you may often experience a feeling oingeblocked,

and this could undermine your confidence and siaride way of
the kind of creative work which would fulfil you.h€ blocks may
also seem to come from the world outside - peogie appear to
misunderstand you, or undervalue your ideas, ectehe form in
which you express yourself. There is a complex rapigm within

you which you need to understand if you are to this sense of
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being blocked into a positive motivation. Your ins¢andards are
extremely high, and you expect a clarity gmetfection from

yourself which probably no human is able nwet - except
perhaps those people of genius who have producedvidrld's

great works of art. You may well be one of these birth chart

does not designate whether or not one igerius, only the
direction in which one's abilities lie - but evdryou are, you may
still expect too much of yourself. Behind these asgible expect-
ations lie deep fears of rejection, a sense ohismi, and a fear
that whatever you try to communicate will fail tonge across to
the world outside. The standards you set may samstbe a form
of self-sabotage - if you expect failure, you willake sure that
you fail in your own eyes first before you even inego that you
are spared the pain of offering your work to otreerd then failing
in their eyes. It is a complex mechanism, and rati&n indicat-

ing a "character flaw", reflects your deep needfter the truth of

your inner vision in as precise and authentic anfas possible.
Try to bear your anxiety in a more honest way & you are able
to take the risk of offering the kind of creativenk which most
deeply reflects your soul. And if you need to coompise to some
extent in order to be understood, try not to intetrphis as a re-
flection of either the world's stupidity or a sektrayal. It may be
neither - it may simply be the price of translatthg ineffable into
form.

Learning to tolerate criticism

You have tremendous pride, and this is a positivality in your

working life because it helps you to maintain yaumer integrity

and your loyalty to your creative vision. Your ngede acknowl-
edged as the individual you are preserves you fiteenkinds of

compromises which so many people make in theis/iand the
pride you take in your own authenticity ensured tf@ur stand-
ards are maintained and that you always aspirertbexcellence.
However, this same pride can also cause many prnsbéou tend
to take professional criticism highly personallg, taough a com-
ment about a piece of work somehow reflects a tiejeof your

fundamental identity. This is, in part, becausadhs a piece of
your soul in every creative project you embarkam it is impos-
sible to be entirely objective because you put sehof your real
self into what you do. But you may need to learndistance
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yourself from your work, at least a little, so tl@aperfectly legit-

imate observation that something could be donesbett made
more accessible does not make you feel resenttlbhamiliated.

You want the world to see and recognise you agatiee individ-

ual, and to see and recognise your work as a exjmession of
that individuality. Your propensity for self-mytragising ensures
that you perceive yourself as special. Yet you neelde able to
tolerate others' failure to recognise your speesdnwithout feel-
ing rancour and without retreating behind a defesfcguperiority.

Learn to differentiate between the essence of wbatcreate and
the techniques through which it is expressed; yay meed to al-
ways endeavour to improve the latter and accemrstladvice on
how to do it, while preserving the integrity of tftegmer.

Accepting the imperfect

You have a deep sensitivity to a realm of beau&y th deeper or
higher than the material world; and you want mér@ntanything
to be able to express this through a suitable igeeahedium.
Whether you work in one of the "pure" arts or inrmoommercial
fields such as design, you are open to many silibikds of life
which others do not perceive, and you long to ble &b create
things which serve as a bridge between this wanldl those other
levels to which you are so attuned. This may neddrm the core
of your vocation and your creative work. But youllwieed to
learn to tolerate imperfection if you are to sustelty translate
your vision into form. No purpose will be served t®working a
painting or a novel or a piece of music for forgays, always try-
ing to achieve some impossible standad which eagtieg no one
else will ever see what you have produced. You meeddnly to
accept the gap between vision and reality, but &istet go of
your work when it is good enough - for "good endugtay be the
thing you need most to learn to recognise about ymrk. You
will probably never be entirely happy about compising your
vision, and you will always long for something wiis unobtain-
able in this mundane world. But you can make a rding and
worthwhile contribution to any field in which youork, provided
you are able to value what you create on a humdrerdghan a
divine scale. You may need to consider the podsiliitat impos-
sible standards could be a means of avoiding thletest of offer-
ing your talents in the marketplace. If you nevdease a work for
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others' judgement, you never have to face the gnzied pain of
rejection or criticism. It is important for you keep your integrity
in whatever work you do, especially any artistiojpct on which
you are engaged. But it is also important for yoaltow things to
be born in the mundane world, where they may sesss than
perfect but where they have a chance to be appeeciend to
nourish your confidence to do even better next time

Chapter V
Working with Others

One of the most important factors to consider irmte of your
direction in life is how you work with others. Eyene has his or
her own style of relating in the working environmegveryone
has different needs and requirements; everyonesaedifferent
degree of privacy or teamwork; and everyone inteyalifferently
with peers and with authority figures. There is"normal” way of
being with others, but it is important that you enstand just what
you do need, so that you can maximise your alslitiethe best
possible way. Many specific issues concerwdtl your inter-
action with others at work have been covered idieasections;
the following paragraph is more a summary of fundatal needs
which might be helpful to keep in mind.

Shared vision matters more than conversation ~%' V4

You are not an especially gregarious person whearites to cas-
ual acquaintances, and a working environment fupeople with

whom you cannot share your ideas and visions idikely to sat-

isfy you. You need a few colleagues or friends witiom you can
discuss creative work, without feeling that you én&w be sociable
throughout the working day. The ordinary chit-cbabffice life is

likely to feel banal and invasive to you, and yoawd probably
do best avoiding it if you can. You are also ngptezsally ame-
nable to others' suggestions until you have woried creative
idea sufficiently to not feel vulnerable, and yande extremely
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sensitive to thoughtless criticism or casual remaakout work
you take seriously. You probably find it #ato adapt your
thoughts to others' wishes, and would theesfoot get on
especially well in a hierarchical structurénere you need to
follow someone else's authority. You like to dontfs your way
and in your own time. You are perfectly capabldr@ndliness,

generosity and interest in others; but your creatrision must
come first, and interference to your concentratogntoo many

demands by others can leave you feeling angry,ntiese and

frustrated. All this adds up to a need to work oaryown or with

a few carefully chosen colleagues, with plenty gy and time

to work things through yourself.

However, you are also human, and your powerful neeskpress
yourself requires someone out there who is willmgeceive what
you are offering. Although you are not likely td into a work
structure where you are surrounded by people elltiime, you
also cannot exist in a vacuum, and if you work oaryown it will
be necessary for you to deal with others when ithe tomes to
publish, exhibit, or demonstrate your creative e#olt is im-
portant that you recognise your need for an augi@icome kind,
even if you sometimes feel disdainful of those wdoonot under-
stand the inner world as you do. This is partidultire case if you
wish to earn a living through your creative skifisy you need to
communicate and cannot expect others to undergtand you do
not make some effort to speak their language. Dtyto carry a
chip on your shoulder about being misunderstoothi$f occurs, it
could be that you are contributing to the diffigulty your re-
luctance to share what matters most to you in fowhgh are
accessible to others. The same applies to youctdikealings with
others. Try to let them get to know your thoughtd @eas, rather
than assuming from the outset that they will nadarstand. There
will always be people who can make no sense ofrengierson's
inner vision; but equally, there will always peopl@o can grasp
enough for you to feel you have communicated. Aod geed the
support, encouragement, and faith of those wh@belin you and
your creative vision. Nurture such contacts cahefahd well, for
they can make all the difference in terms of bagbrysuccess and
your sense of individual fulfilment.
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Chapter Vi
What Success Really Means to You

When people speak of "success”, they generally mgasition of
importance in the world's eyes, or a job that yseldts of money
and all the material pleasures and comfaiigt implies. But
success, in terms of the deeper issue of vocatian highly indi-
vidual thing that means different things different people.
Success in this more profound sense is linked avitindividual's
capacity to express in the outer world the valued mleals which
matter most in the inner world.

To integrate, poliiine, craft, and
make whole and healed are the tasks toward whiah sfairit im-
pels you, and your work needs to allow you to desénthings in
order to feel you are living a meaningful life. Bgiuseful is
fundamental to any real sense of success, and ged to know
that your life is fulfilling a useful purpose orrsig the higher
realities in which you believe. More than many depyou are
capable of loving work for work's sake, for it helgou to feel
connected to the deeper rhythms of daily life drelarger pattern
in which you instinctively know your own life is dsadded. Integ-
rity is also extremely important to you, on the mpsofound
level: you need to serve your inner ideal rathantaccommodate
the external world simply for security or mategain.

A certain fear of emotional vulnerability could tegou to focus
too much on the mundane details of your work, atdkpense of
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your working relationships and your ability to bgea to more in-
tuitive and imaginative approaches. Worries abejdation, hurt,

or exclusion could create too many defences whatidcnarrow

your vision and block real creative work in favafrwhat is safe
and reliable. However, this anxiety could also seavhighly pos-
itive purpose, provided you do not become tuistrustful or

defended against your own feelings. Your sensjtitat emotional

hurt could make you truly compassionate toward rsthguiding

you into work which involves the healing of damagel pain; and
your vulnerability could lead you to explodeeper levels of
human nature, impelling you to understand much rab@ut why

human beings suffer and how they can be helped.

You need to work to make bridges, heal what has lspeiled,
integrate what has fallen into disunity, abdng to its most
efficient and healthy functioning whatever has beentaminated,
ignored, or allowed to fall into disrepair. You rhtgdo this with
objects, with buildings, with the physical bodythwihe psyche, or
with nature or the plant and animal kingdoms. Aetwocation, for
you, must allow you to bring to your immediate vdod little of
the order and harmony which you know to be the gpideing of
all existence.
